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Use the grid below to help you carry out your research.  It will help you plan and organise your work to make the most of your information.
	Steps in the finding out/research process:
	My notes and thoughts:

	1) How will I be presenting my work?
Performance/Presentation/Interview/Response to stimulus material.
	You need to decide how you are going to present your findings and information before you start.  This will help you decide what to research and what format to write up your findings, for example a speech or interview is very different to a play/performance piece.

	2) What do I already know?
What do I know?
What do I want to know? And in the end
What have I learnt?

	It is worth writing down what you already know about your chosen topic; you may find that you already know a lot and it will make it easier to find out new things if you can add them to what you already know.

	3) What is this research for?
How much detail is needed?
	This will help to speed up the research process and stop you becoming overwhelmed.

	4) Where should I find out?
Book? Internet? Teacher?
	Try not to go straight to the internet.  There may be a simpler, less distracting way of finding out what you need to know. 

	5) Make brief, relevant notes.
	Try to summarise information rather than copy it directly from a source.  Rewording information will help you understand it more clearly and help you present it in your own thoughts and style with your own conclusion.

	6) How trustworthy is the information I find?
	Not all the information you find on the internet is true, where possible verify the information with another source to ensure accuracy.
